Waste materials from construction or remodeling can be put ou

with the normal household trash in small volumes or quantities.
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The City of Fenton has a very unique solid waste pr
gram.

Fenton provides all residents trash collection ar
curbside recycling collection as part of the standa
municipal services. Each household has received
sixty-five gallon trash cart and all the recycling bin:
they can use.

The only cost for the trash collection is if the tras
cannot be recycled and it will not fit in the sixtye
gallon trash cart. In such cases the residents use
overflow trash/lawn debris sticker. The City provide:
six of these stickers annually to each household
May. These stickers can be used for either overflo
trash bags or lawn debris bags. Additional sticke
can be purchased for $1.00 each at City Hall or Rive
Chase.

Residents may also rent additional 65 gallon carts f
trash or recycling from Christian Environmental Sel
vices for a nominal fee of $4.00 per month.

Every trash day, residents may select one bulky ite
for pick-up (see details within this publication.).

Other Problem Waste Items

Some waste items need special attention or require special picl
ups. These items are not banned from disposal in Missouri lanc
fills. Large bulky items such as furniture, mattresses, rolls of car-
pet, etc. cannot be picked up on the normal trash route. The norm
trash truck is not designed to take such items and the workers me
not have the mapower to handle them without possible injury.
Call Christian Environmental Services 8682-3781 for a special
pick-up or put these items out during the spring and fall clean uy
period. There may be a separate charge/fee for these types
items. Additionally, for remodeling jobs, large rolif containers
can be rented by calling Christian at 8&6>3781.

Yard waste is primarily composed of lawn clippings, leaves and
small brush. These items can be beneficial to yards if they ar
Acompostedo properly. Compos
soil, reduce the need for fertilizer and increase water holding ability
during dry spells. Master gardeners pay premlurprlces

for good compost because they recognize the v
adds to their gardens.

Cut it high and let it lie: Grass clippings contalr.

many of the ingredients of fertilizer. By allowmg

your grass to grow slightly higher and cutting it slightly more often,
you can fertilize your grass every time you mow. A mulching

lawnmower is very efficient at this chore. Grass clippings decom-
pose quickly and pass nutrients into the soil and roots of the exist
ing grass. In small quantities leaves can be mulched and left on tr
yard to provide the same benefits as grass clippings.

Back yard composting: All organic waste will decompose over
time. Simple containers or open piles for yard waste are the lea:
labor and timeconsuming ways to compost. As weeds, grass clip-
pings and leaves are collected they can be added to the container
pile. Turning the pile occasionally will speed up the decomposition
process. Composting bins can be purchased or built to speed up t
process and make your compost area more attractive. Compo
bins are available to each Fenton resident through a grant from S
Louis County. Contact City Hall and one will be delivered to your
home or come to Public Works to pick one up.

Fenton residents are encouraged to mulch and compost to ke
yard waste at a minimum. Another service provided by the City of
Fenton to its residents is the Lawn Debris Program. Fenton yar
waste is collected weekly all year long, when placed in proper con
tainers. Yard waste includes grass clippings, leaves, plant trim

ltems Banned From Landfills

In 1990 the Missouri State Legislature passed a law banning th
disposal of certain materials in Missouri landfills. That ban became
effective in 1991. The following items cannot be picked up and
mixed with household trash:

Lead Acid Batteries i Lead and sulfuric acid contained within
lead acid batteries are harmful to the environment if not disposed c
properly. Lead acid batteries have the highest recycling ratayof
product sold in the United States. This is because batteries are e
ily returned when a new battery is purchased and because batte
lead and plastic components are valuable. Most auto parts stor
will accept old batteries.

Old Tires 7 Tires are banned from landfills because they are diffi-
cult to keep buried in landfills, do not decompose easily and are
breeding spots for mosquitoes. Tires can be disposed of in landfill
if they are cut into quarters, shredded or chipped. Most tires ar
burned as tire derived fuel for electrical generation or ground ant
used as a playground surface. Many tire dealers will accept ol
tires but will charge a small disposal fee unless new tires are pur
chased.You can recycle used tires at Tire Shredders Unlimited in
High Ridge, 636577-8471.

Major Appliances i Large appliances such as washers and refrig-
erators are banned from landfills. They are valuable to metal recy
clers and should not be filling landfills. An appliance pigkcan

be scheduled by calling Christian Environmental Services. A smal
fee will be charged for this pielp.
